The first Europeans to visit what is now called Alaska were Russian sailors led by Captain Bering. The 1

was funded by Russian czar Peter the Great. In 1728 Bering and his crew 2 through the strait
that is now named after him, between the easternmost part of Asia and the westernmost part of the Americas.
Their journey 3 that Asia was not connected to North America; however, due to the heavy fog, they
never actually saw the nearby land of North America.

The first Europeans to visit what is now called Alaska were Russian sailors led by Captain Bering. The 1

In terms
of lifestyle, men smoke more than women and thus more die of smoking- related diseases. Also, they generally
have more dangerous occupations, such as building work.

5. Scientists say that rats can help to look for earthquake survivors buried in the ruined buildings. Dogs are
already used to search for people, but rats can be even more useful. Like dogs they've got a great sense of smell,
but scientists still need to train rats to sniff out people and to carry special radio transmitters to let them know
when the survivor is found. Rats may also be trained to find bombs or explosives.
